Venue and Location 
The venue for this year’s conference is the Harrogate International Centre (HIC).  
Located in the heart of the cosmopolitan town of Harrogate and at the heart of the UK, it 
is a well integrated conference, exhibition and events venue.

The conference will take place in the Auditorium within the HIC and the exhibition will 
take place in Hall Q.  Breakout sessions will also be held within the HIC. 
 
Smoking is not permitted in any of the buildings used.

Travel

If travelling by car, there are a number of car parks available within close walking 
distance of the HIC – further information on these is at 
http://www.harrogateinternationalcentre.co.uk/About-Us/Getting-Here/Car-Parking.aspx    
You will need to refer to your hotel or guest house regarding parking with your 
accommodation.   
 
If travelling by rail there are fast, direct train services from all parts of the UK and a 
typical train journey from London should take approximately three hours and involve one 
change of train at Leeds or York.

A luggage storage area will be available at the HIC for those who arrive at the 
conference before booking into their accommodation and will be available again on 
Wednesday morning for those checking out of their hotels that morning.

Breakout sessions have been split into two groups. Group A sessions will take place on 
Monday at 13.30 and on Tuesday at 11.30, and Group B sessions will take place on 
Tuesday at 15.15 and on Wednesday at 11.00.  All of these sessions will be held within 
the HIC.  Please check the notice boards for the locations of the sessions you have 
selected. 
 
Exhibition 
The trade exhibition is staged in the HIC’s Hall Q as an integral part of the conference.  
Opening times are as follows:

Badges 
Delegates will be provided with badges which must be worn during the day throughout 
the conference.  It would be greatly appreciated if delegates could return their badges to 
the UKSG Conference Desk before departure. 
 
Ticketing 
Tickets will be issued to those who have booked for the Sunday evening dinner, the 
Monday evening Curry and Quiz Night  and the Tuesday evening Conference Dinner, 
and will be sent with your postal confirmation of booking.  Please look after these and 
bring them along to the relevant event.  They will be checked.
